About the Program
Austin Health offers an opportunity to be involved in a program of education for a period of 12 months to facilitate IMG Orientation into the Australian Healthcare System. This program includes a 10-week Supervised Observership placement rotating through different units within the hospital. There is access to a variety of education and learning opportunities. As part of the Observership Program, CPD hours can be accumulated for CPD Home Program of choice. 

Learning Opportunities

· Over the 8 months there is full access to the hospital education & the Austin Health Sciences Library. (HMO / Intern / Grand Rounds / Emergency) 
· Dedicated IMG education during your 10-week Observership.
· The 10-week Observership will rotate through different units: General Medicine, Surgery, Emergency, Aged Care and Psychiatry.
· Assigned into one of 3 cohorts over the 12 months consisting of 5 IMG Doctors in each intake.
Essential Criteria
· Australian Citizenship or Permanent Resident
· Passed Australian Medical Council MCQ Examination Part 1
· IELTS Test Pass (Average of 7 or above overall) or OET Pass (B or above in each category) that is less than 2 years old.
· Primary Medical Degree completed less than 10 years ago.

Desired Criteria
· Passed AMC Clinical Examination Part 2
· Completed a minimum of 12 weeks of full-time equivalent work over the last 3 years.
· Previously practiced Medicine for more than 2 years
